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Common Core Objective:

Analyze how a particular sentence, chapter, scene, or stanza fits into the overall structure of a text and contributes to the development of theme, setting, or plot [RL 6.5]

Objective:
The student will be able to implement cognitive connections with the content of Robinson’s story. The students will also be able to expand their knowledge of Robinson and be able to discuss it aloud. 

Hook:

Teacher asks how many students have played baseball or play right now.  Do the students know people who do?  Have any of the students heard of the great Jackie Robinson?

Procedures: 


Teacher: Begin with the hook.

Students: Respond to the hook.

Teacher: Introduce Robinson as a pioneering baseball player who broke racial barriers 

involved on sports. Robinson is one who came over adversity, and doors are now 

open to more African Americans to become involved with sports. 


Teacher:  Play the video.
Teacher: Tell students to find the story of, Jackie Robinson Justice at Last, on their laptops. Page 256 


Students: Get out their laptops and bring up the story. 


Teacher: Ask one student at a time to read 2 paragraphs out loud.

Student: Chosen student reads the 2 paragraphs.

Teacher: Process continues until the entire story is read.

Teacher: Pass out the graphic organizer to each student.

Students: Puts name on the graphic organizer.
Teacher: Instruct the students to wait until the discussion starts to begin filling out the organizer. Then explain how the discussion is going to work. The discussion will start by having one of the teachers ask a question. The students will then have the opportunity to answer aloud and discuss their own answer. The only way a student may talk is by having the baseball in their hand, which will be provided to them by the teacher. 


Teacher: Ask the first question: Who was Jackie Robinson?


Who did he play for?


What did he do for baseball?


What awards did he achieve?


When did he play?


Students: Discuss their answers.

Teacher: Ask the second question: Why is it important to know who Jackie Robinson is?


Students: Discuss their answers.

Teacher: Ask the third question: Who was Branch Rickey?


What did he do for Jackie’s career?


How did his decision alter baseball?


Students: Discuss their answers.

Teacher: Ask the fourth question: Why did Rickey encourage Robinson to not fight back?



How did he want Robinson to act?


Students: Discuss their answers.

Teacher: May implement back up questions if time permits.
How is Robinson’s story important to each student?

What is the theme of the story?

What does integrate mean?


Teacher: Tell students to complete the front part of the organizer. Then tell the students to

write a paragraph on the back of the organizer about Robinson.

 
Students: Write their paragraphs.
Teacher: Tell the student ambassador (student who goes around and picks up the organizers of the students when they are complete). 

Accommodations:

One students has ADHD along with anger issues. The mentoring teacher plans to accommodate this by controlling his grade for the day. 

Review/Closure: 

Teacher: Ask students for any comments or questions.
Students: Respond accordingly.
Teacher: Speaks of how Robinson was not only a pioneer for baseball but for civil rights. 

   He overcame a lot of adversity in his first year and he was eventually recognized for his talents and not his skin color. 

Assessment:
Students will be assessed by the way they participate in discussion. The students will also be assessed by their facts on the graphic organizer, and how developed their paragraph is. 

Description:

The lesson matches the Discussion model because the attention of the students will be immediately grasped by the video. The lesson also encourages all students to share their own perspectives about the readings just as the model describes. Proper assessment will also be achieved from the use of a paragraph as implied by the Discussion model.
